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Compost Bin Use 

 

Composting is a great way to turn leaves, weeds, and food scraps generated on-site at the 

school into plant food.  The finished compost is spread over the vegetable beds and 

turned into the soil to replenish nutrients in the soil that the plants need to produce the 

nutritious and delicious vegetables.  We are using a three bin system at the school and for 

it to work properly there are a few simple rules that everyone must follow: 

 

First Bin (Far right) ï All new materials go into this bin.  To keep flies down, a layer of 

leaves from the white barrel should be sprinkled over the food scraps.  Water is applied to 

keep it moist for the micro-organisms to break down the materials. 

 

Second Bin (Middle) ï Once the first bin is full yet has had time to settle a little, the 

contents are moved to the second bin.  NO NEW MATERIAL IS ADDED TO THIS 

BIN.  This bin is also kept moist. 

 

Third Bin (Far left) ï This is the finishing bin.  Once the second bin has settled by about 

one-third, it is emptied into the third bin where it can be taken when needed to be applied 

to vegetable plots. 

 

Good Compost Materials: 

 Leaves 

 Grass & weeds (before theyôve gone to seed) 

 Manure (horse, chicken, cow, goat ï from offsite is okay since compost needs the 

nitrogen) 

 Food Scraps 

Do NOT put into compost bin: 

 Sticks 

 Pine needles 

 Wood chips 

 Ashes 

A group of students known as the óCompost Keepersô will be checking on the compost 

bins regularly,  but itôs a community effort to make the compost system work.
